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What are the
European R&D FPs?

 The current 8th FP is called “Horizon2020” (2014-2020); 
it is the biggest and most ambitious with about 80 billion EUR 
budget.

 Each Framework Program is designed for a 7-year period

 The FPs are the EU's main funding instrument for R&D (since 1984)

 Goals:

 Strengthen the scientific & technological base of the European
industry  and academia

 Support EU policies and address major Societal Challenges

 Covering all major scientific, technological, industrial disciplines

How does ISERD maximize 
participation in the FPs ?

 Giving guidance “on-the ground” for interested stakeholders

 Assisting in improving and submitting proposals; preliminary checks,
(technical, professional, and for some cases also financial support)

 Collaborating with key external partners

 Support of participating entities, after winning the grants  

 Managing all the bilateral R&D agreements with EU states
